PARENTS, GUARDIANS AND STUDENTS

PLEASE READ THE FOLLOWING:

PROCEDURES FOR PROVIDING MEALS WHEN STUDENT HAS NO “FUNDS”

This procedure applies to students receiving free, reduced and full price meals.

REDUCED and FULL PRICE STUDENTS

A maximum of three “charged” meals will be allowed for students at any given time.  After three “charges” the student will be offered a peanut butter and jelly or cheese sandwich, along with fruit, veggie and milk, hereafter, called “replacement meal.”    After three “replacement meals”, the student will be instructed that they need to bring a meal from home until their “debt” is paid.  A list of students who have “charged” meals will be maintained. 
FREE STUDENTS

Students who are approved for meals at no charge will receive one breakfast (RHS, RMS and WES, only) and one lunch each day. 
*Students who have pending “charged” meals may not purchase a la carte items until “debt” is paid.
